• Population growth reached 10.9% in 2013 and an estimated 
10.1% in 2014 on a large influx of expatriate workers to fill 
the jobs created by the surge in project spending 
 

• Population is expected to reach 2.5m by 2016 as the 
government ramps up its infrastructure investments in 
preparation for the 2022 World Cup

The non-hydrocarbon sector will drive growth in the next few years 

• Expansion plans in the oil and gas sector are now on 
hold and real hydrocarbon sector growth is expected 
to remain at about 1% between 2015-2016 
 

• QNB Group expects the non-hydrocarbon sector to 
grow in double digits, driving an acceleration in 
overall real GDP growth to 7.5% in 2015 and 7.8% 
in 2016 
 

• The share of the non-hydrocarbon sector in nominal 
GDP is forecast to rise from 46% in 2013 to 57% in 
2016 as the economy becomes more diversified

• The influx of expatriate workers will put moderate 
pressure on domestic prices, particularly rent 
inflation 
 

• Inflation is estimated to have moderated to 3.0% in 
2014, as rising domestic inflation (particularly rents) 
was partly offset by lower foreign inflation 
 

• QNB Group expects rents to continue rising at a 
moderate pace in the near term whilst non-rent 
inflation moderates, resulting in an uptick in 
inflation to 3.5% in 2015 and 4.4% in 2016

• Strong fiscal and economic fundamentals have kept Qatar’s Credit Default Swap (CDS) spread low, notwithstanding the recent 
drop in oil prices 
 

• Qatar’s CDS spreads are amongst the lowest regionally as they are supported by the country’s robust economic and resource-
driven strengths as well as its strong fiscal and external balance sheets
