Investment Objective

The objective of the Fund is to generate a constant stream of cash flows by investing into Reverse Convertibles
(RCs), Structured Notes, derivatives and cash or cash equivalent instruments.

The Fund will invest primarily in Auto-Callable Reverse Convertible and other Structured Notes related to equity,
currency, commodities and indexes, derivatives and cash or cash equivalent instruments [for liquidity purposes].
The investment process is designed to harvest markets’ volatility and convert it into cash flows whilst controlling
the idiosyncratic risk of any single name investment exposure and the related business sector via concentration
limits.

Major Fund Allocation changes

- New subscriptions were received for the RC Fund by month-end, and these funds were invested in two new RC
notes in April 24.

-Furthermore, RCF5 and RCF11 have been called, and two new single lines were released accordingly. Due to our
RCs issuance, the number of RC notes is unchanged from last month, so the total is 19 reverse convertible notes.
-Additionally, at the close of April 24, third quarter coupons for certain RC notes were received, to be distributed in
May 2024 in occasion of the third coupon distribution of 25 dollar cents per unit.

General Considerations on the stock market

-The US equity reference index performance declined by -4.05% in April.

-The volatility index increased from 13.01 at the end of March to 15.65 at the end of April 2024. Additionally, there
was no notable change in the average 12-month residual life of the US Treasury yield (from 5.0 to 5.2). Both these
elements did not noticeably affect the secondary market pricing of the single RCs within the fund.
