The investment process is designed to harvest markets’ volatility and convert it into cash flows whilst controlling
the idiosyncratic risk of any single name investment exposure and the related business sector via concentration
limits.

October saw net inflows of about $ 7.1m that were deployed in two new additional single RCs notes. Cash buffer

was made available to pay the incoming dividend of 25 dollar cents per unit with ex-date 11" November and pay-
date 14" November 2024. We expect further inflows in the first week of November 2024.

General Considerations on the stock market

14" November 2024

During the month of October 2024, the reference benchmark index was marginally lower (-0.8%) whilst implied
volatility jumped from 17% to 23%. The short term (12 months) dollar rates went from 4% to 4.3% whilst the
issuer spread remained around 80bps for the same tenor: the overall markets impact on secondary market prices
of outstanding RC notes was in aggregate negative but limited in size.
